What will your child be learning about this half term? 
 

In English we will be reading ‘Made by Raffi’, ‘Ruby’s Worry’, ‘Little Tree’ and Poetry.  We will be writing in 

different genres including descriptions, instructions, and poems and will be focusing on learning the following 

grammar rules: Capital Letters, Full stops and finger spaces.
