What will your child be learning about this half term?

In English we will be reading Star in the Jar, A book of Silly Poems and Stone Age Boy. We will be writing in different genres
including narratives and a non-chronological report and will be focusing on learning the following grammar rules: Conjunctions,
subheadings and tense.
